PROTECTIVE ORDER



By Protective Order issued September 14, 2007, the Superintendent accepted some, but not all, of Anthem Blue Cross and Blue Shield’s (“Anthem”) requests that certain information contained in its filing be given confidential treatment and protection from public disclosure pursuant to Bureau of Insurance Bulletin 168 and 1 M.R.S.A. § 402(3)(B).  Specifically, the Superintendent identified nine percentage numbers contained in Anthem’s Actuary Memorandum at Bates stamp page numbers ANHC 000013-000014 as Designated Confidential Information.  Upon further review of Anthem’s filing, Anthem made a public, non-confidential filing of the same nine percentage numbers in Exhibit VI at Bates stamp page number ANHC 000037.

By reason of the foregoing, the previously Designated Confidential Information via the September 14th Protective Order shall be removed from the coverage of that Protective Order, and the Superintendent hereby ORDERS that the previously Designated Confidential Information shall be made publicly available.  See paragraphs 2 and 4 of the September 14th Protective Order.  The provisions and restrictions of the September 14th Protective Order shall cease to bind any party or other person with respect to the information that this Order removes from the coverage of the September 14th Protective Order.  Anthem shall file by September 21, 2007, a fully unredacted version of the Actuary’s Memorandum.
